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x  Section Il, About Special Fees

Special Fees are designed for groups with extraordinarily large budgetst in excess of $8,000 each yeart
who cannot secure enough funds from other sources to meet their annual needs. Special Fees are
approved by the entire student body in the ASSU / GSC Elections each spring. The application process
involves 5 simple steps:
1) Budget Submissiorg Applications and itemized budgets are submitted online by your
financial officer at http://capgroup.stanford.edu (all groups).
2) Undergraduate Senate / GS®Review ¢ Review by the ASSU Undergraduate Senate
Appropriations Committee (if you are a undergraduate only group), review by the Graduate
Student Council Funding Committee (for graduate only groups), or by a joint committee of
UG Senate Appropriations and GSCF committee members (for joint groups).
3) Approval or Deral ¢ Approval or denial of budgets by the UG Senate, GSC or both,
depending on your relevant population (all groups).
4) Ballot Placement; Your group may or may not need to petition for ballot placement. Please
see the Petitioning section below (all groups).
5) 2008 ASSUWEpring Elections; Approval or disapproval by the student body in the ASSU
/Spring Elections (all groups).
It is required that your group submits a budget online at http://capgroup.stanford.edu. Without doing
so you will not receive ballot placement. To secure a budget review, you must submit the budget online.
Also, to use the required online petitioning system, you must also submit a budget online. The Elections
Commission and the Special Fee @tinator are not responsible for your inability to receive ballot
placement if you do not submit your materials by the deadlines posted.

x  Section Ill, Budget Review

After you submit your budget online, you will schedule an interview with the appropriate body to review
your budget (UG Senate Appropriations if you are an undergraduate only group, GSC Funding
Committee if you are a graduate only group, and a joint committee for joint groups). These committees
may modify your budget in a manner that they believe will ensure fiscal responsibility and then make
these recommendations to the appropriate legislative bodies (UG Senate and GSC). The UG Senate
(Tuesday 7:15p meetings) and GSC (Wednesday 6:00p meetings) will make final recommendations for
ballot placement. You are required to attend the committee reviews and are strongly encouragedo
attend the meetings for final approval. If your group did not receive Special Fees in the prior fiscal year,
despite the recommendation from the committees, you will still need to petition for ballot placement.

x  Section IV, Petitioning

Once your budget has been reviewed, if you decide to petition you must email the Elections
Commissioner Ryan Woessner, woessner@stanford.edu, and the Special Fees Coordinator Jeff Lock,
capgroup-fc@sse.stanford.edu, with your intent to petition and the amount you want to petition for in
your itemized budget. Make sure you send your emails to Ryan and Jeff by the deadlines abover your
group will not be able to petition You will then be added to the online petitioning website where you
may collect electronic signatures.
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Upon receiving your request to petition via email, your petitioning website will open as soon as possible.
You will also receive a response that details how many signatures are required to petition for ballot
placement and you will be notified once you have reached that requirement. To determine how many
signatures you need to acquire in the petitioning process, please follow the questions below:

1. Do you want more special fee funding than the amount approved by the GSC or UG Senate for
your group?
a. Yes:  You must petition for 15%
b. No: See question 2
2. Are you a new student group?
a. Yes:  You must petition for 10%
b. No: See question 3
3. Did you receive special fees funding during the last fiscal year?
a. Yes: See question 4
b. No: You must petition for 10%
4. Did your budget increase by more than 10% from the amount approved in the Spring Election
from the last fiscal year?
a. Yes:  You must petition for 10%
b. No: You do not need to petitiord
